3. Matters arising from the minutes.
· Finger post signs – No update
· Edge of the carriageway on the road between the Cross road and Cwarre Dduon – Not done.
· Pothole on the corner near Bigws Farm, Woodstock – Done but is starting to break up again.
· Flooding on road between Henne Lodge and Stoney Hook Farm – Done.  
· Grit bins – Ambleston and Wallis – Done.
· The stone slabs on the two stone bridges opposite Lledrog – Reported.
· Website – number of visitors – Google analytics set up. Not accessed yet. 

4. Highway matters
1) Gareth - Carriageway breaking up on road past Cwarre Duon (What3Words location – ///eats.banks.scrapping)
2) Kevin - four strips of subsidence along the road between Woodstock and Woodstock Farm, Woodstock
3) Kevin - continuous flooding the other side of Hook Farm, Ambleston SA62 5QX.  Needs piping as the water doesn’t run off making the road unpassable.
4) Kevin - faulty streetlight by the bus shelter
5) Julian - pot hole opposite Stoney Hook, 50 yards towards Henne Lodge, Ambleston SA62 4TL
6) Julian - surface water on road by Cwarre Dduon towards Henne Lodge (///cuts.frocks.untrained) the verge either side needs cleaning so that the water can run through the pipe.  The water is starting to erode the new tarmac on that stretch.

The funding can be spent on, community spaces, public spaces and high street and Town centre improvements.  Gareth suggested applying for funding for the graveyard maintenance. Further discussion needed.
