3. Matters arising from the minutes.
· Finger post signs – not done.  Eirian has chased, no response received.
· Stone slabs on the two stone bridges opposite Lledrog – No update
· Website, Google Analytics – Up and running. Lot of visitors from overseas, Japan, Iran etc.  Gareth asked for a monthly report to be brought to each meeting. 
· Road between Woodstock and Woodstock Farm – The farmer has patched up the road. EF to chase up PCC.

· Streetlight by the bus shelter – Done.
