2. Minutes of the AGM and the last meeting (28.07.25)
            Minutes of the last meeting had been circulated to members; it was agreed 
            that the minutes were a true record and were to be signed.

3. Matters arising from the minutes.
· Finger post signs – has been chased up with no response. Will report again giving the What3Words - retrieves.perfume.debt and glassware.tinsel.eaten.
· Electric supply for Christmas tree – email back and forth on this, National Grid advised that if it is one of their poles and not a lighting column the CC will need to raise an enquiry giving the exact location and as much information as possible about the poles position.   Gareth will check and advise.
· Carriageway breaking up.  Julian said that works are planned at this location. 

4. Highway matters
a) Julian reported a pothole on road between Parc Y Wern and Cwarre Duon (Regal.slice.react).
b) Kevin reported a couple of potholes outside Hook Farm.
c) Kevin reported potholes on the outside of the carriageway leading to Woodstock Farm.

5. Planning
Cllr Howlett advised members that NRW are highlighting the issues of water quality in nutrient sensitive areas which could impact proposed developments throughout the county. The Milford Haven Inner Waterbody withing the Pembrokeshire Marine SAC has features in unfavourable condition due to current evidence of both chemical and biological failure.  Planning applications in areas that will add to the load will not be granted.  NRW, PCC and other bodies are having regular meetings regarding this issue.

6. Payments
Defibrillator pads from Defibshop – reimburse E Forrest - £76.74 
Eirian advised members that she had difficulty finding supplies of the pads at the above price, majority of suppliers had the pads on back order with no delivery due date.  The alternatives were £150 plus VAT.
