3. Matters arising from the minutes.
· Finger post signs – No update
· Electric supply for Christmas tree – Form has been sent to National Grid. Indication is that it could cost £2500 for the connection.  Difficulty in getting an electricity company to take on the unmetered supply. May need to use solar lights again this year. Suggested to ask the owners of The Church to connect to their supply and pay for the usage.  Carly trying to find out the owner details. If agreed, new lights will be needed. 
· Pothole on road between Parc Y Wern and Cwarre Duon (Regal.slice.react). The whole road has been resurfaced

8. Wallis Pond
· Planting of non- native plants – Ross Grisbrook response: It is worth mentioning that few weeks ago I visited the pond on my way back from another site and I managed to pull up and remove some montbretia stems and corms (bulbs) that I spotted growing on the banks of the pond. I’m not sure if they’d been planted or had appeared by themselves. These plants are very invasive and they’re hard to spot until they appear as a large plant. Given that I think there is a high risk that non-native plants will colonise (albeit inadvertently) if residents introduce plants, I would prefer that the pond banks are left to green-up naturally. Even after the mechanical disturbance by the dredging, there will be a seed bank of waterside plants that will eventually take root, and these will be suited to the location. It’s also a SSSI so the pond has additional protections. I call by every so often and am already seeing some use of the pond by birds
· Landscaping – Gareth and Dai borrowed the finger cut mower from Pete Howe, PCC and have cut a path around the pond. One bench has been relocated from the car park area to the other side of the pond.  
· Pollution incident in August – Ross Grisbrook response: I have checked with the investigating officer, who says that no source was found. The stream was running clear when they got there. I can confirm that two farms in the upstream catchment have had visits by our agricultural compliance team prior to the event and they need to carry out work to get them compliant
