2. Minutes of the last meeting (27.10.25)

8. Christmas tree & electric supply for lights
a) Gareth will pick up the tree on Wednesday 26 November
b) Gareth met up with the son of the owner of the Church on 19th November. He will instal a double socket and timer by the gate and the cable will be ducted.  The owner has asked if the community council would pay half of the cost of the instal, which was agreed. 
c) It is proposed that the Christmas tree lights will be switched on Sunday 30th November at 6pm.  
d) The graveyard is not owned by the owner of the Church.  The graveyard is overgrown and Gareth suggested that the community council arrange to strim the grass and tidy it up a couple times a year.  To be discussed in 2026.
e) EON responded to email regarding an unmetered connection. To provide a quote for a connection, they need a map showing the exact location etc.  As the community council have sorted out the Christmas tree lights connection for 2025, it was suggested by EON to contact them August/September 2026.  Gareth asked Eirian to find out if EON would instal it all or would they need involvement from National Grid.  
A response was received after the meeting – there will be no involvement from National Grid, EON would carry out the connection themselves.
