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Annual Report 2025/2026

At the Annual General Meeting on 7 July 2025 Mr Kevin Morris was elected as Chair with Ms Carly Skyrme elected as Vice Chair. A new Chair and Vice Chair will be appointed in the Annual General Meeting on 1 June 2026.

What has happened/happening:
· Wallis Pond – Since the project was completed, a few pollution incidents have occurred, which were reported to NRW and have responded.  Investigations are ongoing. Work to repoint the sluice gate wall are due to commence mid 2026. The total project spend will be £37,500.00.
Nestle Waters & Premium Beverages has submitted the Wallis Pond project for 2 external awards; Footprint Awards 2026 and UK Green   
Business Awards.
· Cwm Arian Renewable Energy (CARE) – harvested two strips of bracken on Wallis Moor.
· Dog fouling action plan - Spray chalk paint has been purchased and is being used to highlight any dog faeces that has not been picked up.  Members of the community are invited to help with this campaign. 
· Litter pick – picks were carried out in Ambleston, Wallis and Woodstock.  
· Christmas tree – A tree was kindly donated to the community which was sited in Ambleston. Electricity supply was via a new connection linked to Ambleston Church.  
· Millenium Community book update – this is currently on hold.

· Highway matters reported/discussed: 
· Potholes and road surface issues are an ongoing problem and are reported to Pembrokeshire County Council.
· Faulty streetlights, drainage problems, signage, fly tipping and other general issues are reported as they arise.
Finance:
· Council Tax Precept set for the financial year £2500.00.
· End of year financial accounts up to 31.03.26 – Total receipts £4,851.39. Total payments £3,715.50, of which a £145.40 are unpresented.  Barclays account balance was £1,281.29 on 31.03.26
· Independent Remuneration Panel for Wales – A mandatory payment called General Allowance Payments - £156 & Consumables Allowance £52 is available to all Community Councillors.  All Community Councillors chose to opt out from receiving these payments.  
· Insurance is in place with Zurich Municipal Insurance and complies with regulations.
· The audit conclusion for the year ended 31st March 2025  was Unqualified.

Planning:
· The Local Development Plan review (LDP2) is ongoing and has been delayed due to new guidance from National Resources Wales on Phosphates. 
NRW are highlighting the issues of water quality in nutrient sensitive areas which could impact proposed developments throughout the county. The Milford Haven Inner Waterbody withing the Pembrokeshire Marine SAC has features in unfavourable condition due to current evidence of both chemical and biological failure.  Planning applications in areas that will add to the load will not be granted.  National Resources Wales, Pembrokeshire County Council and other bodies are having regular meetings regarding this issue.
· Planning applications considered have been development on private land.
